Covid - 19 Policy's
These policy's may change as the year progresses

    Parents are asked to drop off child(ren) at the entrance instead of coming inside the classroom.  I understand that the first couple of weeks you may need to come inside the building for their comfort, so I ask that you wear a mask and limit it to one parent that enters.  I will keep door propped open as long as weather allows and as soon as your child feels comfortable they can walk in on their own.  I will do the same for drop off.  I will bring the children to the front door and have parents wait outside for them to walk out with me.  This will decrease exposure from family to family. If parents/guardians have to enter the building, I require you to wear masks and use hand sanitizer.   Children DO NOT need to wear masks at preschool.  I will wear a mask during close contact when working one on one, but will not when at rug time or when I can distance myself from the students.

Self Screen:

1. Have you had any known contact with someone who is exhibiting symptoms (fever of 100.4, shortness of breath or cough) or tested positive for COVID-19 in the last 14 days?

2. Have you had new onset of symptoms you feel are consistent with viral illness such as Cough, Shortness of Breath or Difficulty Breathing, Fever, Chills, Muscle pain, Sore throat, or New loss of Taste or Smell within the last 14 days? 

3. Have you been tested for or diagnosed with COVID-19 in the last 14 days? If the answer to all 3 screening questions is “no”, the adult and child can enter the facility. If the answer to any of the 3 screening questions is “yes”, call your health care provider or visit the ND Department of Health website for further guidance.

Our Policy and Procedures have been established using CDC guidelines.  BBP will continue to review and update the  policy and procedures as needed. I will inform all parents of any changes.

Anyone entering the building including parents and children are encouraged to self-screen before coming to school. If you have a fever or show any signs of Covid-19 you must remain home and follow CDC guidelines.

Covid-19 Symptoms

· Cough

· Shortness of breath or difficulty breathing 

· Chills or repeated shaking with chills

· Loss of taste or smell 

· Fever or a measured temperature great than or equal to 100.4 

· Known close contact with a person who is lab-confirmed to have Covid-19 and exposure to the active confirmed case occurred within 2 days of symptoms onset.

Arrival on Property

All children will be temperature checked before entering the classroom each day. If a child is found to have 100.4 temperature or higher, I will ask for the child to stay home until the child is fever free for 24
hours or one full school day from last fever.  Children will wash hands/sanitize immediately upon entering classroom. 


All staff and teachers will have temperatures checked upon arrival each day. If anyone has a fever of 100.4 or higher, we will have the staff or teacher return home until they are fever free for 24 hours or one full school day from last fever.

Classroom Procedures

Classrooms will be cleaned at the end of each session.  Sanitizing of tables, chairs, toys and any items children will use during the day will be cleaned after each session.  Table will be sanitized before and after snack as well as children sanitizing hands before snack and washing after.  


Children will be asked to wash their hands before and after eating, after bathroom visits and as frequently as possible during the day.  BBP will do its best to practice good hygiene with staff and children.

Snacks need to be pre-packaged and unopened. No homemade or snacks that need to be split and handed out will be accepted. Birthday treats need to be store bought only.  3 DAY CLASS will be asked to bring PEANUT FREE Snacks as there is a child in that class with severe allergies.  

My plan for when a staff member or child becomes sick with Covid-19

If a person has tested positive for Covid-19 and is symptomatic or asymptomatic and has been in the  building in the 2 days before symptom onset we will evaluate and review who would have been exposed to the person that tested positive and determine if/who needs to quarantine or if just the child who was exposed should self isolate.

Upon learning of a positive test of a staff member or child we will notify all who have been exposed immediately. Please follow the recommended guidelines to ensure the spread of the virus is limited.

If a child is sent home with a fever and tests positive for Covid-19 BBP will evaluate last exposure and notify parents in that session of attendance.  The classroom where a positive case is determined will be cleaned and disinfected per CDC guidelines.

If a staff member or child tests positive and is symptomatic they may not return to school until:

· 3 days with no fever AND

· Symptoms improved AND 

· 10 days since symptoms first appeared. 

· If a retest is given the test must return negative.

If a staff member or child tests positive and is asymptomatic they may not return to school until:

· 10 days have passed since test and no symptoms appear; including fever OR

· 2 tests come back negative (at least 24 hours apart) OR 

· If symptoms develop, please follow the test positive, symptomatic requirements above.

 Upon the circumstance if a child tests positive, the families in that session will be notified.  Children in that session will be monitored, but if teacher is masked during the time of contact we will continue class as usual and assess each situation as it comes about.

I will do my best to assess each child and make determinations on what is best for the individual as well as for the majority. I plan on using our current 2020-2021 calendar but I may have to make changes based off recommended closings or breaks.
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
